Our Generations of Faith Sacramental Preparation Program is...

Built on a solid curriculum

Our curriculum is aligned with the Catechism of the
Catholic Church.

For our 1st and 2nd grade First Communion classes,
we will use the Faith and Life Series by Ignatius Press. We
will provide each of student with a beautiful textbook for their
use during the year, plus an activity book that will be theirs
to keep.

For our older students (3rd grade through high school)
preparing for First Communion, we will use the Journey of
Faith/Camino de Fe (for children or for teens) published by
Liguori Press.

In addition, we will use The Catholic Faith Handbook for
Youth and Total Catechesis from St. Maryis Press with our
high-schoolers as they prepare for conyrmation in the 10th
grade.

Scripture-based

St. Jerome tells us, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance
of Christ.” We will provide Bibles for the use of all of our
students, so that they can begin early to know Jesus through
the study of Scripture.

In tune with the seasons of the Liturgical Year

Each elementary school student will be provided with a
MagniyKids! mini-missalette on a weekly basis, that you may
prepare with them to hear and understand the Sunday Mass
readings every week. Be sure to go over the readings with
them before Sunday Mass!

At least four times a school year, all of the students
in sacramental preparation will gather to celebrate Mass
together, and will experience yrsthand with their class a

variety of liturgical seasons. We will also provide other
opportunities for liturgical celebrations, including Adoration
of the Blessed Sacrament, a Lenten Reconciliation Service,
Stations of the Cross, and a Living Rosary in May.

Structured to address different learning styles

Catechists use a variety of approaches to get the lesson
across, and to give students plenty of opportunities to share
what theyive learned. These strategies, combined with a
wide variety of activities, “hands-on”, as well as paper-pencil
tasks, will help keep the students excited about what they
are doing. Children really learn best when they are excited
and actively engaged!

Geared toward the building up of the domestic church

We understand that educating children in the faith is the
duty of parents and godparents, as promised at Baptism.
We are here to help you in any way we can, to fulyll this
commitment. Please let us know of your concerns, and
remember, there are no fidumbo questions. Ask!

We encourage all of our sacramental preparation parents
and families to pursue an increased knowledge of their faith,
though programs and retreats offered here in our parish, and
throughout the diocese. We will work with families to help
them grow into a strong and close-knit community, the Body
of Christ.

We are also very excited about our intergenerational
catechetical festivals, Growing In Faith Together, which will
be held once a month, for the whole parish. You can pick
from Sunday (Spanish or English), or Tuesday or Saturday
